You know that you have lived somewhere for a
considerable length of time when the venerable in the
village pass away and they have been friends for
some time. | was very sad to hear that Bas Pease had
died and rather more sad that | had failed to find out
when his funeral was held, and even more despairing
to discoverthat the jungle telegraph had not
transmitted this information to me either.

| first met Bas some 21 years ago and fully appreciate
that he made much more of an impact on me than | on
him. We had recently moved into the village: Bas and
Sue (his first wife, who sadly predeceased Bas in
1996) moved into the village when villages were not
trendy places to live. In fact, according to Bas, they
thought that he and Sue were (slightly!) nuts. He was
such a bright, articulate and awesomely clever man
that, had he not been so inherently kind to me, | would
have felt truly intimidated. | accompanied both him and
Sue at a village fund-raising concert. The village is
always raising money for good purposes, and this was
one such occasion. They were both very talented
musicians and | felt | had an enormous task in hand
(Gee! | was so00 young in those days!). However, true
to form, Bas put me at my ease and | accomplished
what was asked of me and enjoyed it, to boot.

I had little idea, at this time, of Bas' extraordinary
brainpower, in addition to his great musical talent. As a
gifted physicist, he was director of fusion research at
the UK Atomic Energy Authority, having started work on
the fusion project in 1955.

However, it was in more of non-working context in
which | knew Bas. He had a huge amount of charisma
and a sparkle in his eye (never wasted!) and was
always charming company at parties. | note from his
pin-up picture, taken by the Daily Express and shown in
The Telegraph, that he was shortlisted for "The Most
Attractive Man in the World". | wish | had known, | could
have asked him more about it. | have no doubt that his
response would have been interesting!
